The Medical-Legal Partnership for Children’s (MLPC) reduces health
disparities by addressing the social determinants of health through preventive legal
interventions in the health care setting. MLPC’s innovative model - for which the
Boston program is a national laboratory - views legal advocacy as a critical health
intervention with a focus on legal issues impacting patients’ ability to meet their
basic needs - for food, housing, education, health care and safety/stability.

Ray oversees a
multi- disciplinary staff of forty employees who are
psychiatrists, psychologists, social workers and case
managers. The mental health program has two sites
and provides mental health services to children and
their families, adults, and case management services
to Department of Mental Health Clients. The clinic’s
total visits in 2007 were over 13,000.

In addition to administering program services Ray also
carries a direct service case load of both adults and
children. Ray’'s community work includes being a
member of the Board of Director for the Massachusetts
chapter of the National Association of Social Workers
(NASW). He is also a board member for Newton
Community Service Center.

Ray is a graduate of Simmons School of Social Work
and is an accredited clinical social worker (ACSW).
