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Rajendra S. Sisodia is Professor of Marketing at Bentley College and was the Founding Director of the Center for Marketing Technology. 
Previously he was he was Director of Executive Programs and Associate Professor of Marketing at George Mason University in Fairfax, Virginia 
and Assistant Professor of Marketing at Boston University. 

An electrical engineer from BITS, Pilani (India), Dr. Sisodia has an MBA in Marketing from the Bajaj Institute of Management Studies in Bombay, 
and a Ph. D. in Marketing & Business Policy from Columbia University, where he was the Booz Allen Hamilton Fellow.  Dr. Sisodia was cofounder 
and Chairman of adAlive, Inc. a venture capital-financed company in Waltham, MA from March 2000 to June 2002.  His consulting and executive 
education clients include: AT&T, Volvo, IBM, Price Waterhouse, Ernst & Young, Internal Revenue Service, and US Postal Service.  

Dr. Sisodia is the author of “The Rule of Three: How Competition Shapes Markets” and “Firms of Endearment: How World Class Companies 
Profit From Passion and Purpose” as well as nearly one hundred articles in periodical publications.  He writes frequently for the Wall Street 
Journal, is on the editorial board of several journals, and was previously the Associate Editor of the Journal of Asia Pacific Business. 

Thomas E. Goemaat is Chief Executive Office of Shawmut Design and Construction, a national, 100% employee-owned general contracting 
and construction management firm with offices in Boston, New York, Providence, Las Vegas, Atlantic City, and New Haven, CT.  Since joining 
Shawmut in 1993, Tom has lead the company through a period of tremendous growth and success including being named twelve times to the 
“Best Places to Work” list by the Boston Business Journal.

Tom drives Shawmut’s active company-wide Diversity Initiative and encourages employee educational development through “Shawmut University.”  
He is also active in the company’s philanthropic pursuits, corporate social responsibility program through which staff members donate their time, 
expertise, and money to up to 30 partner organizations, and Shawmut’s Green Building Committee ensuring the company’s growth, sustainability, 
and responsibility as a green business.

Dorothy held various financial positions at the New England Medical Center Hospitals, Inc., including Chief Financial Officer from 1989 to 
1994.  

Dorothy has served as a director at Abiomed since 2003 and Lead Director since October 2005.   She is also a director of Eaton Vance 
Corporation and participates in various positions on other boards including Crittenton Women’s Union and United Way of Massachusetts Bay.

Dorothy Puhy earned her Master of Business Administration from the Wharton School and received a Bachelor of Arts from the University of 
Pennsylvania.

As a premier cancer research, prevention, and care organization with a worldwide reach, Dana Farber supports local and broader community 
and social responsibility issues through the Center for Community-Based Research, the Office of Community Benefits, and the Office of 
Diversity, as well as other parts of the Institute.

Steven H. Wright is the Executive Partner of Holland & Knight’s Boston office. In his practice he serves as lead counsel and strategic advisor 
for several Fortune 500 companies. He chairs the Boston office’s New England Executive Steering Committee and Compensation Committee.
